Dear Parents and Students:

Thope everyone has had a productive summer and you are looking forward to a great school
year. There have been many changes on the campuses and in our policies and procedures. I strongly
encourage you to examine the Student Handbook and Student Code of Conduct and ask questions if
you do not understand or need clanfication on an issue. Our goal is not to be punitive or arbatrary, but
rather to provide a safe atmosphere for students to leamn as well as making discipline more about con-
sequences for actions and less about cnime and punishment.

When I was a classroom teacher and I sensed that my students did not want to settle down to
begin class I'would ask for a volunteer. Generally, my students would ask “A volmteer for what?™ I
would answer by saying a student to volunteer by breaking classroom rules so I could discipline them
so that everyone in the class understood that I was senious about their learnmg and that I was going to
enforce classroom discipline. If a student decided to break the rules there were negative consequences
for their actions. I tred to reinforce the idea that I was always going to enforce classroom, eampus, and
district miles, policies, and procedures. If a student chose to violate the mles there were consequences
for their actions. In effect students were in control of their own discipline. I enforced the mles and had
no choice but to do so. My students, on the other hand could choose not to break the mles. Students
were in control of themselves and their own behavior.

As a parent [ would encourage you to take the time to read the Student Handbook and reinforce
to your student that rules exist for a purpose and if they choose to not follow them there are conse-
quences for their actions. As a student I would encourage you not to be a volunteer.

A positive working relationship and mutual understanding between teachers, administrators,
parents, and students will help achieve Bandera ISD's mission of excellence and success. If you have
any questions about this handbook or need additional information, your child’s teachers or campus
principal will be happy to assist you.

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Options and Requirements
For Providing Assistance to Students Who Have Learning Difficules
or Who Need or May Need Special Education

If a child is experiencing learning difficulties, the parent may contact the person listed
below to learn about the district's overall general education referral or screening system
for support services. Thiygem links students to a variety of support options such as
the Child Study Team, including referral for a special education evaluation. Students
having difficulty in the regular classroom should be considered for tutorial, compensat
ry, and other academor behavior support services that are available to all students.

At any time, a parent is entitled to request an evaluation for special education services.
Within a reasonable amount of time, the district must decide if the evaluation is needed.
If evaluation is needed, the parent will be notified and asked to provide informed written
consent for the evaluation. The district must complete the evaluation and the report
within 60 calendar days of the date the district receives the written consent. Tioe dist
must give a copy of the report to the parent.

If the district determines that the evaluation is not needed, the district will provide the
parent with a written notice that explains why the child will not be evaluated. This wri
ten notice will includea statement that informs the parent of their rights if they disagree
with the district. Additionally, the etice must inform the parent how to obtain a copy of
the Notice of Procedural Safeguard®ights of Parents of Students with Disabilities.

All charges of bullying, sexual harassment, dating violence, and sexual violence are to be takeiowglgyby students, faeu
ty, staff, administration, and parents/guardians. BISD will make every effort to handle and respond to every chargeaintfitedhpl
by students and employees in a fair, thorough, and just manner. Every effort will beorpeatedt the due process rights of all victims
and all alleged perpetrators.

Complaints will be documented and investigated in accordance with BISD policy and guidelines. Any staff member who nbserves a
incident that involes physical or sexual assault or threats will report the incident immediately to the principal. Any staff member who
learns of an incident or threat may submit a Complaint Form on behalf of the victim.

General Information. The responsibility for maintaining a safe and positive school environment, which maximizes the learning process

and minimizes distraction, falls mainly upon the campus principals and/or their designated representatives, sometidesagferre

Campus Discipline Person(s). When disruptions do occur, the campus administrators are authorized to take the epse¢sdakest

care of any problems that may occur and implement corrective measures. The methods or techniques used to discipkhewsitidents
reflect the Districtods phil osdpdwyr, swhu cén ti s .kidyaniokteoyst thedmgpehigr evsh att
of the particular act of misconduct, the need to protect other students and the need to deter other students from eingéagiagts of

misconduct.

When rules, regulations, and policies are violated, the student engadfirgviolation will be subject to various forms of discipline
management. It is the intent of the District that the appropriate discipline management technique(s) be used withn¢dicht stude
olates stated rules, regulations, and policies.

Jurisdiction. A student whose behavior shows disrespect for others, including interference with learning and a safe environment, will be
subject to disciplinary action.

School rules and the authority of the District to administer discipline apply whenevetetfests of the District are involved, whether on
or off school grounds, whether in conjunction with or independent of classes andsubsbdred or schootlated activities.

The District has disciplinary authority over a student:

1. During the regular $mol day and while the student is going to and from school on District transportation, including while at
school bus stops;
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While the student is participating in any activity during the school day on school grounds;

Within 300 feet of school property,aena sur ed from any point on the school s r ec
While the student is in attendance at any scispohsored or schooglated activity, regardless of time or location;

For any schoetelated misconduct, regardless of time or location;

When retaliation against a school employee occurs or is threatened, regardless of time or location;

When the student commits a felony, as provided by Texas Education Code 37.006;

When criminal mischief is committed on or off school property or at a sebladéd or schoesponsored event;

During lunch periods in which a student is allowed to leave campus.

The District has the right to search a vehicle driven to a school by a student and parked on school property wherseieasbeabie
cause to beliee it contains articles or materials prohibited by the District.

The District has t he rofdgdiihenever thereisreasdnable casse o Heiene thatsit cdntairs lartictes or
materials prohibited by the District.

Pursuant tBoard Policy FNF (Local), the District may use specially trainedaggressive dogs to sniff out and alert school officials to
the presence of concealed prohibited items, illicit drugs and substances and alcohol. Parents and students are heotby fhaton

Lockers may be sniffed by trained dogs at any time;

Vehicles parked on school property may be sniffed by trained dogs at any time;

Classrooms and other common areas may be sniffed by trained dogs at any time when students are not present; and

If any contraband of any kind is found, the possessing student shall be subject to appropriate disciplinary action iceaccordan
with the Student Code of Conduct.

GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR ASSESSING DISCIPLINE PENALTIES
When imposing discipline, District personnel shall adhere to the following general guidelines:

1. Discipline shall be @ministered when necessary to protect students, school employees, or property and to maintain essential
order and discipline.

2. Students shall be treated fairly and equitably. Discipline shall be based on a careful assessment of the circumstances of ea
case. Factors that will be taken into account include the following:

the seriousness of the offense;

the studentds age;

the frequency of misconduct;

the studentos attitude;

the actual as well as the potential effect of the misconduct on the school eraritpnm

the studentds disciplinary history; and (when applicab

whether the student acted in sééffense. (Selflefense occurs when the person who is not the aggressor in an

encounter uses the minimum force required to remove himself or herself frondimtenganger of harm. Actions

that escalate or continue the encounter will not be considerededeifse. In addition, depending upon all of the

relevant circumstances, a student who acts indegdinse may still be subjected to an appropriate disaiglin

consequence.)

Except for those provisions of the Student Code of Conduct that specifically contain an element of intent within therde$thipt

conduct that is prohibited, the Distri thdtimethelstudem engaged mmithe ¢ondect t h e
to determine whether a violation of the Student Codstvatonf Conduc
and level of awareness in determining an appropriate consequence for dtiervidlhe District will not consider as one of the digeipl

3. Generally, the duration of disciplinary placements will adhere to the following guidelines:
e In-School Suspension (ISS): One (1) period/hoimimum to a maximum of ten (10) school days.
e  Outof-School Suspension (OSS): One (1) day minimum to a maximum of 3 school days.
e Mandatory DAEP Placements: Minimum of 30 successful school days to a maximum of 180 successful school days.
e Discretionary DAEP Ricements: Minimum of 15 successful school days to a maximum of 120 successful school
days.
Mandatory Expulsions: Minimum of 90 calendar days to a maximum of 365 calendar days.
e Discretionary Expulsions: Minimum of 45 calendar days to a maximum of 220dealdays.
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
